MOTION FOR APPROPRIATE RELIEF:
RETURN OF DEFENDANT’S PASSPORT

The Defendant, Damian Douglas, through his attorneys, James Wyda, Federal Public
Defender for the District of Maryland, and Gary W. Christopher, Chief Assistant Federal Public
Defender, respectfully moves for the order of this Court directing the Clerk to release the
defendant’s passport to the undersigned counsel. For his reasons, Defendant states:

1. On October 14, 1999, the defendant Damian Douglas, was charged by indictment with
possession of counterfeit securities in violation of 18 U.S.C. § 513.

2. On October 18, 1999, an order was entered by this Court setting conditions for Mr.
Douglas release pursuant to 18 U.S.C. § 3142. One of the conditions of release was that Mr.
Douglas surrender his passport to the Clerk of this Court pending resolution of the case or further
order of the Court. Mr. Douglas complied with that condition.

3. Mr. Douglas’ passport remains in the custody of the Clerk’s office, which has advised
the undersigned counsel that an order of Court is required in order for the passport to be released
to him.

4. Mr. Douglas is incarcerated and cannot personally appear to retrieve his passport from

the Clerk. He has requested that the passport be released to the undersigned counsel, who will



arrange for its delivery to Mr. Douglas or his authorized representative.
WHEREFORE Counsel moves for an order directing the Clerk of this Court to release the
Defendant’s passport to the undersigned counsel for delivery of same to the Defendant.
