The [plea agreement/pre-sentence report] in this case has been sealed under U.S. District of
Maryland Local Rule 213 (providing that, unless court orders otherwise, pre-sentence report “is a
confidential internal Court document to which the public has no right of access”). In addition, to
facilitate the reporting requirements of 18 U.S.C. § 994(w), as recently amended, while also
protecting the confidentiality of sensitive information contained within [the plea agreement/pre-
sentence report]:

It is hereby ordered that the Sentencing Commission, the Attorney General, and House and
Senate Committees on the Judiciary may not further disclose the contents of the [plea
agreement/pre-sentence report] in this case, without prior notice to this Court and the parties, and
further order of this Court. This order must be included with the pre-sentence report and other

documents transmitted by the Court to the Sentencing Commission under 18 U.S.C. § 994(w).
